We are coming to the end of Lent and Holy Week begins April 21. During this season of Lent, I 

have focused on a series entitled “Come and See”. As you receive this newsletter we will have 

only (2) more messages in this series. One entitled, “Follow Me” and the other talks about 

committing and taking responsibility.  

Throughout Jesus ministry, Jesus would offer the invitation to other to follow me. Like us, those 

who chose to follow Jesus, did not have a full understanding of all that he was asking of them. In 

my message “Follow Me,” we will explore what Jesus is asking of us and how we can live into 

God’s plan for our lives.  

I will then end the series by talking about committing and taking responsibility. While Jesus is 

the answer for what we need for our lives and for what others need, Jesus uses real people in 

order for those needs to be met. Throughout Jesus ministry, Jesus was preparing his disciples to 

carry on the ministry when he was no longer physically with them.  

Like the early disciples, we must be willing to commit to God’s will, we must be willing to 

“seek first the kingdom of God”. In the United States, this is especially difficult because we 

have been taught to be individuals who can take care of themselves. Like that old song, “I did it 

my way.” 

In our last message in the series we will examine what it means to commit and be responsible 

Christians.  

That will bring us to Palm Sunday where we will look at just how the Son of God could get 

himself into a situation that the world would turn against him. As we explore this what we might 

just discover is that the world is not much different today. The goal is that during Holy Week we 

will carefully examine our lives, examine our commitment and ask what is my responsibility for 

growing the kingdom.  

During Holy week I encourage you to read the passages of scripture found in the gospel of John. 

Holy Week begins with John 12 and continues through John 13th chapter. Then on Good Friday 

the scriptures take us to John 18, and on Saturday the passage concludes in John 19. The world 

wanted things their way, just as we do today, but the world’s way is not God’s way. And the 

world tried to silence the Word.  

But what we gather each Sunday for and what we have to share to the world is the mystery of 

our faith; Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again. So, on April 21st we will gather 

for a Sunrise service to remember the story of Christ resurrection. Our Sunrise service will be 

held at 7:00 in front of the prayer garden. Following the service, breakfast will be provided and 

following breakfast we will worship at The Bridge at 9:45 and in the Sanctuary at 11:00.  

It is my hope that we will take heart the message that I have attempted to share and that is to 

extend the invitation to others to “Come and See.” 

I find it interesting that we work so hard to prepare ourselves for the future. We are encouraged 

to study hard, make good grades, get the right education or training so that you can find the right 

job, invest well, choose the right retirement plan, save your money, all for that day in the future. 

Yet, what do we do to prepare us for the eternity? Maybe I will just leave it at that.

We are 

overwhelmed by the sheer size of our “real” 

family…the hundreds of brother and sisters in 

Christ and even greater number of “potential” 

brothers and sisters in Christ. But, to this church 

family, please know that every action you made, 

from grand gestures of cooking a meal to tiny 

thoughts and simple words of encouragement were 

all noticed and appreciated. This church and 

community abruptly stopped what is was doing 

and wrapped its arms around us in an embracing 

hug. And for that, our family is eternally grateful 

to you all.
